Claim for compensation from the Victorian Property Fund- Purchasers
The Victorian Property Fund (VPF) provides compensation for individuals and corporations when an estate agent, conveyancer or their respective representative has misused or misappropriated trust money or property in the course of their work. Such misuse or misappropriation is known as defalcation. 
Examples of defalcation
The misuse of trust money (including deposits) by an estate agent handling a property sale. Defalcation includes a failure to refund a deposit to a purchaser when a contract of sale has been validly cancelled.
How much can you claim?
You can claim the amount of actual pecuniary loss suffered, including legal costs to make the claim. That is, the amount you would have received if the defalcation had not occurred.
Note: You cannot make a claim simply because you believe the agent or conveyancer acted unprofessionally, gave bad advice or misrepresented the property.
