Voice over: When you rent a home, you receive a contract. This is called a tenancy agreement or a lease.
Description: We see a calendar that flips through the 12 months of the year.
Voice over: A lease has a start and finish date. This is often 12 months, but can be shorter or longer too.
Description: We see two hands holding a lease, which states that rent has to be paid from the start date until the finish date.
Voice over: By signing the lease, you agree to pay rent from the start date, until the finish date.
Description: A man is looking at the lease, but he looks confused. He asks another man to explain it to him.
Voice over: Only sign a lease if you understand it. If you have questions, ask someone you trust to explain it to you.
Description: The man is standing at the front of the house and the landlords gives him the lease. 
Voice over: The lease is between you and your landlord. The landlord owns the home. 
Description: We then see a female real estate agent and the landlord giving her money.

Voice over: The landlord may also pay a real estate agent to look after the home.
Description: The man is on his mobile calling the landlord.
Voice over: If you want to leave the home before the lease finishes, you must discuss this with your landlord or the real estate agent.
Description: We see two hands holding a piece of paper and a pen. The man is writing a letter that tells the landlord he will be ending his lease in one month.
Voice over: When your lease is finishing, you must write to the landlord or the real estate agent a month before the end and tell them that you are leaving.
Description: We see cleaning products, money and a vacuum cleaner.
Voice over: You must also pay your bills and any final rent, and clean the property. Only steam clean the carpet if the lease says so.
Description: We see a piece of paper being passed from one hand to another with an address written on it.
Voice over: Before you leave, give your new address to your landlord or agent and take all your things with you.
